How did you get started as an orienteer - what

are your first memories?

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Can you tell us some of your biggest orienteering istakes?!

What do you do to get ready for a big event? do yoprepare differently from smaller
events?

If there is a difference it'll be in the area ofypkological approach; to try to get ‘into the zone’
right from the start.

Do you do any training outside of orienteering evets?

Not as much as I'd like. | try to do a couple ofisuduring the week. I'll also take any
opportunity to do two (or three or four) eventaateekend, and to do an extra long run on the
Ridgeway with Anne when she has a rare couple ofshshe can spare from studying.

What do you normally eat before and after an event?s there a special breakfast you like
to have?
No special breakfast. But | love eating, and ameisgalways a good excuse to eat more.

Do you feel you are still improving as an orienteé what do you think are your strengths
and what do you need to concentrate on more?

Yes, | think I'm improving, particularly in sprintsnd urban races, where I'm now learning to
plan ahead. One key strength is that I'm actu@hfly competitive, and another is that I'm not
put off by bad weather. My main problem, howevsithiat I'm ridiculously easily put off by
seeing other runners on my course. Why do | alveagsime that they will be right and | will be
wrong?

What sort of areas do you like and dislike runningn? Do you have any particular
favourite places? if so, what is it you like abouthem?

I like running in areas where you can actually wirere you decide to, rather than having to
change plans when vegetation or undergrowth arasiekpected from the map. Cannock
Chase matches up to that quite well.

What do you do with your old maps?

Dave was brilliant at map filing, so | have a Isiglf of map folders containing maps from
1988 to 2006 in perfect chronological order, anthwontents list in the front of each folder.
Unfortunately, more recently acquired maps jusatieund the place in unsorted piles.

What do you like doing when you are not orienteerig?

| have a large garden where the job list is neweliregy, but luckily | love spending hours
weeding, pruning, and turning the compost. | aésadly enjoy baking. Otherwise, I'm obsessed
by holidays, but nowadays they seem to be takdyugrienteering events e.g.: for next year
I'm already attracted by WMOC in Hungary, the Sistitt6 days, and the French O Festival in
the French Alps in August.

Do any of your work colleagues or family go orientering?
My daughter, Anne, has just turned senior this yaad is very keen and successful. My son,
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Martin, who is 24, has never been interested, aihd still hope he might take it up at some
point. No other family members or work colleaguesogenteering.

How would you describe orienteering to a non-orierger?

| try to make it sound exciting, but also non-thegdng, so it would be something like: “It's a
great sport where you get to run through woodst, ditehes, across streams...and you can go
as fast or slow as you want, and when you cometiradinish no one will know whether
you’ve won or come last because everyone stagsidferent time.” Then I'd follow up with
something about using a map.

Have you orienteered outside the UK? where? wheredlyou like best and why?

Not until 2006, when Dave, Anne and | went to tésS 6 days based in Zermatt. In the last 4
years | have orienteered again in Switzerland,imdthuania, France, Portugal, Italy,
Australia, and Romania (Transylvania). Favouritesi\d be France and Transylvania, because
the areas we ran in had clear forest floors, atetésting and clearly visible contour features,
so you could have fun running straight, and uslireggdontours to check off where you were.

If you had to be a TV or film character for a day,who would it be and why?
Oh my goodness. People
who know me well know
that | have only been to the
cinema once in the last 30
years, and that | rarely
watch television!

Finally, can you give any tips for seniors (or jurdrs!) wanting to improve their
orienteering?

Something | find useful is to remind myself thaalty, | am competing against myself rather
than directly against others. For example, it'smath use my going to the start just thinking
about how | want to beat x or y, as this doesrtti@ty give me anything constructive to focus
on. Instead I find it more useful to plan to workmy own technique which, if | get it right, is
much more likely to help me beat x or y in the end.

Another suggestion is to watch out for that pcamgund % of the way round the course, where
you might feel everything’s going well, and youaetually quite enjoying yourself. That's
when you may be likely to make the big mistakendty be safer to enjoy yourself instead only
after your run, once it's gone well right to the endhea than to enjoy it too much at the time
and perhaps lose concentration.
