make things happen.

Where is this leading, you may wonder? Well paittlg a reminder for us all to remember to
acknowledge the efforts put in by a lot of peofBait it is also a reminder to think about how
the sport is governed.

It is easy to forget how and why we have the stmgcof events we do have, the rules, and
everything else that underlies the sport. Andsuoprisingly, most of us are not particularly
interested in how our rules are made, or what obsuage proposed — or at least not until
someone makes a decision which we disagree withood example was the furore over the
three tier event structure.

In a way | almost feel sorry for the Board andfstafBritish Orienteering (BO). They are
trying to set out the way forward for the sporteafwith little guidance from the membership
until suddenly they all rise up in revolt.

So why am | writing this? Well there are two imgmt things happening at the moment:

1. The governance review which BO has kicked offan see why they have done this.
The Events Committee, which really drives changesvents structures, rules and
the like, has not been functioning effectively.isltlearly important for the sport that
it does work well, and BO is trying to sort it outinfortunately BO's initial
communication on the subject was not as clearragiit have been, and one or two
aspects were perhaps a little awry. But | do yahlihk BO is trying to get things
right for the sport. Their first annual Clubs akskociations Conference this October
does look to be a really important meeting. Wedrteemake sure TVOC is
appropriately represented.

2. Community Orienteering — which the BO website
defines as 'weekly training and activities in a non
competitive environment that will allow for skill
development at a social and motivating level for
people of all ages and abilities’. BO is planrting
establish one of these activity groups in Oxforid th
Autumn, with another one in High Wycombe in
Autumn 2012. It may not be orienteering quite a&s
know it. However it has the potential to provide a
flow of new members for us. So again | feel this i
something we should welcome and support.
