One of the club's Junior members has been doing extremely well recently. Top podium position
at the British Championships, and at the JK for the 2nd year running, as well as a podium place
in the JK mini-relay. And  only 10 years old this year! I
thought it was about time we interviewed one of our
future champions before CompassSport beats us to it...

Hi Fiona! How did you get started as an orienteer -
what are your first memories?

My first memories are probably when I first started
orienteering, as a little one, toddling round the string
course with my mum and dad. I also remember my first
white course with mum navigating and me running for
my life! 

What are your proudest orienteering achievements to
date?

My proudest achievements are definitely winning in the
JK twice, becoming British Champion and coming third
in the JK mini relays with my brother David and Alex
Dalton. I am also proud of coming 1st in my 2nd ever
Orange course.

What do you do to get ready for a big event? do you
prepare differently from smaller events?

I do. For a small event I just take a few deep breaths and
drink lots of water but for a big event  I jog around, then stretch and then jog around a bit more!

What do you normally eat before and after an event? Is there a special breakfast you like to
have?
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I don't do anything special. I just try not to eat anything within 30mins of starting because I
can't run on a full stomach. Before a big event I am often too nervous to eat anything but you
can't run on an empty belly so Dad makes me eat something.

Do you feel you are still improving as an orienteer? what do you think are your strengths and
what do you need to concentrate on more?

I think I am still improving as an orienteer because I learn from all the mistakes that I make and
I haven't got to my peak point yet. My strengths are running through undergrowth and thinking
ahead but I am sometimes quite vague and get minor details wrong.

What sort of areas do you like and dislike running in? Do you have any particular favourite
places? if so, what is it you like about them?

I like Shotover because it is close to us and gives a challenge. I also like Scotland because it
really gives you a challenge.

What do you do with your old maps?

I staple the splits on to them and keep them in a box-file with my certificates.

What do your school friends and teachers think about your orienteering?

They think it sounds interesting but some don't like the idea of all the running. My best friend
wants to have a go but she is never free.  

Have any of them tried it? how would you persuade them to give it a go?

Three of my friends have tried orienteering  and they really enjoyed it. Me and my brother,
David, want to start up an orienteering club at school as some of David's friends are interested.

What are your favourite school subjects?

Probably PE, maths, art or music.

... and your least favourite?!

ICT because it hurts your eyes after staring at the
computer for ages!

What do you think of school dinners?!

They're OK but some taste weird and Friday and
Wednesday are  not very healthy.

What do you like doing when you are not
orienteering?

I like playing piano, doing gymnastics, dancing,
running, athletics, netball and reading.

What sort of thing would you like to do once you
leave school?

I definitely want to carry on doing sport and orienteering and go to a good university. I don't
know what else yet.

Finally, can you give some tips for any juniors (or seniors!) wanting to improve their
orienteering?

The tips I would give are always know where you are on the map and if you are lost fit in the
features you can see to the ones on the map. Also, on rough ground, try to look where you are
putting your feet and try to avoid holes. Don't try to change your natural running style because
your natural one is best suited to your body. You can tidy it up  but don't try to change it.

“If only” is a phrase most commonly heard at orienteering events.  “If only” I had pace counted
or noted this or that feature, had taken that route, had run that bit faster.  The “if only” list
seems to get longer the poorer we perform.

My excuse at the recent JKs is “if only” I had checked my start times.  On Day 3 I turned up in
plenty of time for my 11.30 am start.  At check in I was surprised not to hear my name called.
Three officials could not find my name or start time anywhere so I was given a punching start
time of 11.35 am.

At the finish when I collected my split times I was flabbergasted to find that I had taken 65.55
minutes to the first control and a total for the run of 146.25.  I knew that I had made a bit of a
mess finding that first control but over an hour!

One of the results team checked the start list and to my horror my start time should have been
10.42 am.  They told me the rules state that anyone missing their start time may start but their
time will not be adjusted.  I pleaded a genuine error on my part and they reluctantly allowed me
to use the punching start time after consulting the controller.
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Back home I went to the start list to see where I had gone wrong.  On checking across for the
start time I had used the start time for the person above me on the list.

“If only” Bernard Potter had checked his start time.
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This year the National Trust is holding a 10K trail race at Bradenham planned for 21st June. 

When the race was discussed a short while ago I offered to be the prime mover to keep our
relationship on a firm footing and to acknowledge the support they have given to TVOC. The
organising team will be myself, Gary Walford and Merlyn Vyner.

There are no firm details yet other than parking which will be the field used for CC06 and the
night orienteering relay 2008. It is unlikely it will run through the woods as, being SSSI,
English Nature always have to be informed and as I keep pestering them for orienteering I'm
reluctant to also bring this one on board. 

 For the record, this year alone TVOC has used the woods for 2 summer series runs (Naphill
and Downley), 1 Saturday series (Hughenden), the CC08 (Naphill) and the Harvester Night
Relays (Bradenham). Additionally Merlyn and the Burford School had weekly training sessions
there on Weds evenings from September through to November using the large field for
assembly and parents parking.

In all cases the National Trust were very forthcoming with permissions though never requested
payment. I have been honourable as the main contact person and made  donations to them from
the 2 big events but paid nothing for the others. 

Though this is not an orienteering trail race I hope I can rely on a few helpers to bring this
together on behalf of the National Trust. Like lots of organisations cash is not flowing as freely
these days and this is venture I shall be organising for their fund raising. 

I’ll get back with more information as arrangements develop. For your calendar it is the
weekend following the proposed Coombe Hill “O” event.

10k trail race, then how about the Penn Seven.  It’s an accurately
measured seven mile race, almost all on roads, in and around the
village of Penn, which is near High Wycombe.  

And if that feels too much for you there is a Fun Run in the afternoon,
which is around three miles long, on a generally flat course.  In
addition there are mini-marathons on Penn Common for 5, 6 and 7
year olds, so there is a race for everyone! 
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The events are held each year, to raise money for local charities; this year the chosen charity is
the Thomas Ball Children’s Cancer Fund.

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Roger Baker writes:-
I am controller for next year’s JK relays, so would be very grateful for any comments you have
that ought to be borne in mind by next year’s organisers.  Probably it will be things that irked
you that most readily come to mind but it is equally important to pass on information about
those aspects that you thought worked well.   My thoughts so far:-

The JK was blessed with brilliant weather, so whatever procedures the organisers had for bad
weather were not tested.   It might be salutary to ponder what might have been the problems if
there had been significant rain in the week before; rain, wind or mist during an event. 

General comments
1. O-signs on approach roads were too small.

2. Parking

a) The large heavy duty plastic boards used in
gateways seemed very efficient

b) Parking on the two individual days was
very well organized – several teams
working simultaneously and good
directions from the cadets.

3. Start.  

a) Provision of control descriptions in the
start lanes of individual days worked well.

b) Having odds and evens course map boxes on different sides a good idea.

c) Having your map separated from the pile in the box was appreciated [and
prevented unintentional multiple map pick-up]

4. Rectangular results display structures good - firm and high. Pity that the results were
not updated at more frequent intervals.  Stapling, pasting and slip-in map cases have
all been used. What are the pros and cons of each? Is there a possibility of printing on
waterproof paper?

5. The non-provision of water at the Finish saved ££, manpower, rubbish disposal. We
were warned - but some (many?) forgot, & the traders did good business! Is this a
practice that should become the norm at major events? Should there be bio-
degradable cups at drinks points in the forest?  Cups get abandoned at some distance,
and often in many different directions, from the drinks point.

Relay Comments
1. For relays, folk arrive in their cars at about the same time.  Many cars will also be

carrying non-runners. Would even double the number of coaches have been
adequate? Was the lap time for a coach severely underestimated? Along with
hundreds of others I queued for about an hour and a half. Happily the weather was
fine - but how utterly miserable if it had been otherwise. [All starts were delayed by
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an hour]

2. Club tents were sited near the top of a hill. What if there had been a gale?

3. Club tents were not kept back from the spectator barrier

4. Rolled map problems for non-first-leg runners. Rolled maps cannot easily be stored
and kept in chronological order. I had to queue for 10 minutes and then had to wait a
further two for my map to be found. [If I had made use of the spectator control
facility as a signal to go to map-issue, I would not have been at the changeover line in
time] A number of competitors ripped their map when breaking the seal. Folded maps
or brown envelopes have advantages.

5. Few folk went to watch the (distant) spectator control. Its provision probably
detracted from the quality of the courses, and served no purpose as a warning for
next-leg runners. 

6. The long single-lane straight finish for last leg runners was good [No need for non-
last-leg runners to go under the Finish Banner as at the British]

7. Those in the waiting pen could not get adequate view of incoming runners. There was
not enough time to spot one's team-mate, take off a wind-proof garment and get to the
line. Many ignored the instructions of officials and went to stand where they had a
better view. The proven and highly recommended Self-regulating Changeover design
requires runners to enter and leave the arena from the same end. All relay planners
should understand the reasons for this before they start designing any course.  [There
was the problem of the two long fences down the middle of the arena, and maybe
other constraints of which I am unaware, so maybe I am being unfair to criticise JK09
for the solution they deemed best in the circumstances]

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I make no apology for asking Ian to reprint some of the comments  I
made in the newsletter in May 2004 and which got such a resounding
response I started to forecast the end of the club as we know it.

I have suggested via club meetings that we
need to look at the club and the way we do
things afresh, so to start the debate, if
there is to be one, I thought I would draft
a few points.

Events
Why not run a full colour coded 3 times a
year and then fill in the programme with low key Sa turday or
Sunday Morning events.

Score events, r educed
courses, street O, but the latter needs great care because of
the safety angles. 
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Less club effort but more actual local events shoul d be
possible.

Well thanks to Mark T and his team this is getting more popular but could do with more
support from the club and in especially juniors bringing friends etc.

Club Meetings
It took a new member, who was new enough to turn up  to our
club meeting to draw to my attention how boring the y can be,
even to those of us with a need for an “O” fix on a  regular
basis.

Why not introduce some form of training to the meet , a talk
from some of our “stars” on route choice, training methods.
I am sure there are a few ideas out there, we must not lose
the open nature of our meetings, but we could lose some of
the talk time.

More members at the meetings, more people to help.  It would be good to be able to get at least
a coffee; some of us come straight from work and by 10pm are wilting.

Nothing's changed at all and until it does do not see many coming new people coming to club
meets!

Transport
We still see lots of cars turning up with one or tw o folk in
them, maybe we should consider offering lifts to ot hers in
our vicinity.  Reduced costs, maybe more club parti cipation,
how about a travel corner both in the newsletter an d on the
web site

Very current for lots of us [I now often car-share with Bernard Potter who lives near me - ed]

Summary
We need more sense of “club” than we have at presen t, to take
the sport and ourselves forward we need more helper s, the
present set-up does not work well for that purpose.

Ideas, thoughts and positive thinking welcome.

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When I looked at Ian’s JK pictures (see ���
���������
�����
������ ����!"#"��� ), I
only saw older members in the older kit.  I thought, that’s the way TVOC is going, we shall all
be pensioners soon.  Maybe there were young members there but, if they didn’t have the TVOC
kit, I couldn’t recognise them.

When I went to the Saturday event at Wittenham Clumps (18th April), I got a completely
different picture.  Lots of young families and children full of enthusiasm and asking about the
next event.  Unfortunately the next event is usually a long way away in time or distance.

I think that the Saturday Series type event is the way to go to build up a young membership.
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People are looking for local events that are fun for the family.  I have read in CompassSport
about clubs that have built up their junior membership in this way.  I believe that these clubs
often use the same venue regularly. Places like Shotover would be fine.

Of course the problem is how to convert
these family groups into diehard, or at
least diesoft, orienteers.  I think that the
answer is coaching.  We would have to
offer coaching sessions at our
(fortnightly?) events so that people
could find out what orienteering is really
about and progress to “real” events.  We
may have coaches in our ranks but a
Club Coach is not listed in our contacts
so nothing happens.

(By the way, I think that our “real” local
events use far too many people.  Most
helpers stand around for hours doing
repetitive tasks or almost nothing.  The
result is that people get fed up with
helping.  Compare this with Saturday Series, which needs 3 people per event and Summer
Series which needs 1 person per event.)

The weekly Summer Series is very good but it seems to be mainly focussed as training for
experienced orienteers.
