When you visit the people at registration to sigrabthe start of an orienteering event, they
will usually ask you how old you are. Why are tlimng so nosey? Isn't that a rather personal
guestion? There is a reason...
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One of the great things about orienteering isithatpossible to take part at pretty much any
age, and be pitted against people of the sameathn8o whether you are 5 or 75, beginner or
experienced you can take part in a meaningful cditigre At smaller events, you can choose a
colour of course you think you can manage, and edenggainst others on the same colour
course. At larger events however we use age clasges then compete against others in the
same age class. The course for your age claskavil been planned to account for the
expected competitor ability, and the results wdldplit into groups by age class.

At the broadest level, we have ‘juniors' (under) 21sl 'seniors' (everyone else). These are then
subdivided into classes by age : 2-year age bamdarfiors, and 5-year age bands for seniors.
So the juniors have the following age classes:

10 and under, 12 and under, 14 and undérand under, 18 and under, 20 and under.
Seniors have the following classes:
35 and over, 40 and over, 45 and over, ... etc

Your age class is then written as either M or W [ften/Women) followed by the year, e.qg.
W12 or M45. It is permitted to enter a more chalieqg class if you want (i.e. a younger age
class for seniors, or an older age class for jshiand still remain competitive — this is known
as 'running up'. However running an 'easier' agssolvould not officially allow you to count as
competitive.

But what about the missing 21-35 age block? This@wvn as the 'open’ class and is denoted
by age 21. This is the age range where peoplexpected to be at their peak, and so covers all
elite competition. As such, anyone can enter is ¢thass competitively whatever their age —
although it is unlikely that the very young or vexd will be at the top of the results!

The important thing to note is that your ‘age'daenteering purposes is your age atehd of
thecalendar year. So if you are 15 on Decembet $au will be in the age class for 15-year-
olds (which would be M/W 16) all year, even thoyglu spend most of the year aged 14. You
only change age classes 6hof January, not on your birthday.

You might find further subdivisions of the age sles:

Junior A and B courses e.g. W10A, W10B — the B sewrill be less challenging
than the A course
Senior Long (L) and Short (S) courses: e.g. M40BOM — the optional 'short' course
will be about 2/3 the length of the standard ‘Larayirse.
Elite (E) courses on the older junior and opensga®.g. M18E, W21E - courses
specifically for the very top athletes, these maydnger or shorter than the standard
courses for the age class (e.g. M18L or W21L) ddjpenon the exact competition.
Very Short (V) and Novice (N) courses on the opas<(M/W21V, M/W21N) —
these are further variants of the open class, andhelp cater for people who take up
orienteering in their 20s and would otherwise htedidirectly against the very top
runners.

Devon Orienteering Club, 7 April 2010

The combined efforts of TVOC's Jim Prowting, Kematthur Boyt, and Devon's Alan
Simpson went into putting on an excellent everthaform of the post JK “Contour
Challenge” at Wheal Florence.

Wheal Florence is the name of an old tin
surface-strip mine on Cornhill Down that lies
just north of Plympton. It appears on the
existing Devon OC maps - by Erik Peckett and
Brian Parker - of Newnham Park and
Smallhanger Waste. On these maps it appears
technical enough to give orienteers trouble if
they're not concentrating; however a 1:15,0C0
or 1:10,000 scale map, with 5 metre contour
intervals, conceals its true nature: a long thir
stretch of randomly placed gullies, pits, knolls
and depressions tightly compressed into an area
that's just over 900 metres long and, on
average, 200 metres wide. The results could
perhaps be described as resembling a zen
garden created by someone who's extremely’
drunk. I've ridden my mountain bike down tt -
gully at speed, which is a lot of fun, and
controlled a night event there, which wasn't!

It was this terrain, and the difficulties of mapgiih at a standard scale, that led Erik to pose the
question: “are there any areas that are just tificut to map and use for orienteering, and is
Wheal Florence one of these?”. Although Erik'esiion related to using normal competition
map scales: Jim's answer in 2004 a was an A4 mhB#50 using a 2.5 metre contour interval.
This map was used for a special event that Jimmgldnand Devon put on, in 2005. An event |
came back to Devon especially to compete in, amas| not disappointed.

It appears that Jim wasn't completely satisfieditfinp and with much of the gorse being burnt
away, making mapping easier, re-mapped the arib ddrger scale of 1:2500 with a contour
interval of 1.25 metres, fitting the length of aB sheet. It was this map that was used for the
post-JK event with the courses again planned byadichcontrolled by Arthur Boyt.

We were blessed with sunshine and blue skies, obdanly by the occasional patchy cloud so
at least there was total visibility over the entirea which might be of some help. Jim also
provided a small section of practice-map with tteetflag and three example controls so it was
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possible to get used to the scale of the map béfierstart.

Although | took advantage of the practice mapdindido much for my first leg as | managed
to overshoot the first control on the long techhézaurse by 100 metres and wandered into
control 12. This helped me to quickly relocateutpo and find control 1. The rest of the
course went a lot better, though at a slower paae & normal orienteering event. Using the
larger gullies it became easier to interpret timel I the contours on the map though Jim had
done his best to keep the courses challenging laidehg” the controls to make them less
visible than would be the case at a normal event.this event though it may have helped with
competitors running to the features rather tharfiteevisible kite they see.

The first part of the course included many shags leriss-crossing over the length of the mine
workings whilst the second part, printed separatelyhe reverse, involved a selection of
longer legs taking you out of

the complicated area and back

in again somewhere else, with

one “long” leg along the

length of the gully. The

complete whole course had

plenty of variety with almost

every leg testing, which had

competitors running about all

over the place, darting in and

out of depressions and gullies.

The Long Technical course
was won by OD's Graham
Gristwood in just 24:59.
TVOC's Anne Edwards led tt -
women and completed the
course in just 36:12 minutes which are remarkahbles given the complexity of the map and
area. A suggestion was mooted that the map cauidsed for a gaffled night relay event
which would be a very entertaining sight to seéwi¢adtorches all over the place.
