A beginners' guide to going orienteering
Following on from last time where | summarised ¢oerses available to beginners, this time
we have a few useful tips for your first events.

Compass

You don't really need a compass to get startedi@mtzering. In the early stages, all you need
to do is be able to line up the map with Northtsat it matches the ground (called 'setting the
map'). Using the direction of the sun (roughly $ywuan get you most of the way there, and
then use your eyes to match features on the grmutiihgs on the map. This gives you good
practice at actually reading the map. Buying a pmshpass with all the bells and whistles can
be a bit of a distraction at first!

Shoe laces
Rough ground and fallen sticks seem to have a kftaakn-
tying shoe-laces, and stopping to re-tie themdistaction.
This plagued me for quite a few events until | disered
what other people do - they tape up their lacesl ¥an buy
special tape from orienteering shops, but anymddlating
tape will do. Just tie your laces as normal, theapvwa piece
of tape round the loops to keep them together.
Taped up shoelaces
Look at the map!
It may sound obvious, but many of the beginnera ogcent junior event seemed to forget to
look at their map once they had got started. titsartreasure hunt, the map will show you
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where to look - as long as you use it! It's alsodyto get into the habit of folding up the map so
you can see the bit you need, and keeping yourlthemthe point where you are so you can
find it quickly.

Learn the symbols

Orienteering map symbols differ from 'normal’ magisyou need to know what they represent.
Most maps have a legend, but it's worth lookiefpreyou get to an event. The TVOC web
site has a page you can look at, $ and click

on the% link. Ideally you should be able to recognize $gmbols without
referring to the legend at all.

Remember the golden rule

... which is'always report to download'. Remember to go to the download tent even
(especially!) if you retire from a course. The ddwad process is used to check that people
have come back and aren't left in the woods - if fgrget to download and just go home, the
poor organisers are likely to spend hours seardhiegvoods for you.

A TVOC Mapping Course in the Chilterns during W inter 2009/10
Starting only with an enlarged copy of the OS mbaroarea, a survey will be made from
scratch by compass and pacing, working in fronbitnendaries to the tracks, paths and line
features and thence to vegetation and point fesitete. Each mapper will first make up a
pacing table (off- road) to enable you to tranffem paces to mm on the tracings. Try this
ahead of the survey days if you can - on rouglimgglaover a taped distance. Then try it uphill
and then downhill to see how it varies.

We shall work initially on 2 tracing films, whichshall provide (with magic tape), and at a
later date the tracings will be scanned into themater using OCAD. One of the days will be
spent mapping contours and landform features frenateh on a steepish and slightly
convoluted area .
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People can either work singly or in pairs. The ddatyou will need will be a normal
orienteering compass (or a proper sighting comifassi have one), a propelling HB pencil
with an eraser in the top end (and a spare), atiptzoard. Walking boots and gaiters are the
optimum gear when going off path. | hope to get gdditional supervision backup from
experienced Club mappers.

The first field days will be Saturdays 28th Novemligh , 12th and 19th December 2009 from
about 930am to 3pm, weather permitting. Subsedfietdtdays and a day indoors to transfer
the tracings onto computer using a scanner wibhypmutual agreement. The survey areas and
the Computer Day will be advised later but willibehe Chilterns. Anyone wanting a weekday
field or computer day could be accommodated at matly convenient date. Additional days
will be arranged between New Year and Easter. ufgan’t be there on any of the 4 days given
above let me know which dates you are free anall shilor the course to suit you.

However, | struggled to get my bearings on the meigéction up on some limestone pavement,
and then a very steep downhill section was harkwsdear the end was a heavily-used hillside,
which had become a complete mudslide with all traetitors coming down, straight into a
barbed wire fence for the unwary! | managed tp aslier and bash my right knee which would
cause me problems all week. However | was pleaseatbke it to the finish and get the bus
back to the accommodation. Some competitors werelleky - the organisers hadn't allowed
for the length of time some people would hang adoatnrassembly, and cancelled the transport
before everyone was home! some people had to waitan hour in the rain waiting for the
buses to return for them.
